Numismatics and an increasingly use of Technology
 
At the fairs one learns actually really new - so at the NUMISMATA Munich. Dr. Lanz, Lanz of eponymous auction house, Munich, saw in the U.S. Coin Secure and invited the company to it’s booth in Germany. What is this unit good for? In principle, it is a specially built scanner with software for coin identification. There is even a picture of the coin and on the other hand, the characteristics of the coin surface. Like no fingerprints are alike, so it is with the surface of a coin. The analysis of the coin takes just five seconds. The data are stored in a coin-identity database. "Once identified, the assigned serial -number and the image files can be retrieved at any time," as the manufacturer decribes. Apparently, among the same 1,000 coins, you will always find "your piece". This gives the market - collectors and dealers - new possibilities:
Create proof of possession (no more swapping of coins possible) 
Reduce insurance premiums 
Support to identify the coin surface 
Advanced quality assurance information 
Increased value through serial numbers
This allows experts to offer additional safety standards. This allows dealers to give much better  guarantees. This enables a collector to trust more into a good dealer. It allows a better and more objective relationship between dealers and collectors. “Black sheep” have a much lower chance. Numismatics benefits overall of this new technology.
